Manuscripts should be formatted for 8 1/2 x 11" or A4 sized paper, leaving 1" margins on all sides. 
· Use 11 point font, with 1.5 spacing

· Pages should be numbered consecutively 
· Sections and subsections of the paper should be in lower case, and be numbered using Arabic numbers starting with '1'. 
· 
Each figure and table must be mentioned in the text, and must be numbered consecutively in order of appearance (with captions in lower case). 
· Supplementary technical material (e.g. code or study material such as questionnaires) should be collected in an appendix at the end of the paper 
Make sure that you project proposal and report include (at different levels of detail, of course) the sections 

· Motivation/Problem to be solved
· Literature review (very important to have this at the proposal stage to contextualize your project)

· How what you are proposing fits in the adaptive loop – which components of the loop you are focusing on
· Your proposed solution – again, be specific in terms of where and how this solution fits in the adaptive loop (e.g. which specific inference techniques you are using to derive your user model)

· Challenges (potential at the proposal stage, actually experienced at the final report stage)

· Division of labor in you are working as a group

· Outcomes (expected at the proposal stage, actually obtained  at the final report stage)

· Limitations and future work (final report)
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
