The Permanent Residence Application 

· You will be “Immigrating to Canada as a Skilled Worker”.  Here is the CIC link to the "Skilled Worker" section for the permanent resident visa application: http://www.cic.gc.ca/english/skilled/index.html. Please review this information online to ensure that you have all of the information required and/or you may wish to contact an immigration consultant to assist you.
· If you wish to contact an Immigration Lawyer for assistance, we can suggest a referral, but we do instruct the Lawyer to bill you directly. If your Department is going to assist you financially, then you should approach the Department directly with the invoice.  

· You will be submitting your application to the Canadian Consulate in Buffalo, New York; or if you are applying within 1 year of entering Canada and were resident in a country other than the US, you can submit your application to the Canadian Embassy or Consulate closest to that residence.
· If you have a spouse/partner, your spouse/partner must also fill out the required forms.
